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Summary

Clinical statistics in 1989 on outpatients, inpatients and operations in the

Department of Urology, Nara Medical University, are reported in this paper. The total
number of outpatients was 3,988, and inpatients numbered 371. Among these inpatients,
urological tumors were most frequent (148 cases, 37.8 %), followed by urolithiasis (111
cases, 28.4 %), renal failure (58 cases, 15.6 %), and others. Totally 464 operations were

performed for these inpatients.
