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Summary : Clinical statistics on outpatients, inpatients and operations in our depart-
ment in 1988 revealed the following :

1) The total number of outpatients was 2,678.

2) The total number of inpatients was 376.

3) According to our classification of disease, urological tumor (143 cases, 26.2%) was
the highest in frequency, followed by urolithiasis. (119 cases, 21.8%) and renal failure (65
cases, 11.9%) and others among the inpatients.

4) Three hundred and ninty-eight operations were performed.
